a Allocated Competition Numbers

Following endorsement by most SA Rally Clubs, in 2009 competition numbers will be allocated to SARC competitors and Clubman competitors in accordance with their class on the following basis:

The current outright SARC State Champion will be allocated the number 1.

Initially, competitors will be allocated competition numbers based on their results in the 2008 Rally Season in the following order:

· Driver’s class results in the previous year’s SARC.  For example, the P2 class champion will be allocated 201 and so on until the whole SARC class has been allocated numbers; then

· Driver’s class results in the 2008 SA Clubman Series; then

· The current DPI seeding list (to account for competitors changing class) and finally

· The next available number in the class
· Where two or more drivers are tied on class points, numbers will be allocated on outright results
· If drivers cannot be separated based outright results, numbers will be allocated based on ballot
· The allocated class number for the State Champion (given #001) will not be allocated to drivers behind (ie: they won’t move up in number)
Competitors will be able to request a preferred number within their particular class. To deal with the situation where more than one competitor requests the same ‘popular’ number, the following system will be used:

i ) A list of allocated numbers for 2008 competitors will be published, based on the above system.

ii ) Following the publishing of the abovementioned list, competitors may register for a number of their choice.

iii ) Competitors can request a preferred number via the SARC registration form or directly to the SARP Series Scorer (Dave Rudham) via email (nuggettrally@adam.com.au).
iv ) Initial requests for preferred numbers will be accepted until 9:00 pm CST on 15th May 2009. 

v ) In the event that more than one competitor requests the same number a draw will take place to decide the allocation of that number.  The draw will take place over the weekend of 16th and 17th May 2009.  The first name drawn will be allocated the requested number.

vi ) Competitors will still be able to request preferred numbers on a first come first serve basis after the draw described in part v) of this section.

vii ) As the initial allocated numbers will be based on the class positions for the previous year, competitors will not be able to request the first 15 numbers in each “100” series.  ie: 100-115 (etc) are reserved for the class positions from the previous year.

viii ) Where a competitor with a requested allocated number fails to compete in any SARC or SA Clubman Series event in a particular year, then that number would become available for nominations in the following calendar year.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to obtain, maintain and replace competition numbers throughout the season.
