ARTICLE 2   -  EVENT  ELIGIBILITY

The Rally counts towards the following: 

The 2011 South Australian Clubman Championship (refer section 4.5 of the current South Australian Conditions of Rallying)
ARTICLE 3  -  EVENT DESCRIPTION                  

3.1 The Keyworks Henry Lawson Memorial Rally will be a Multi Club Special Stage Rally, held under the International Sporting Code of the FIA, the National Competition Rules of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd (CAMS), the National Rally Code (NRC), the 2011 Conditions of Rallying in South Australia, these Event Supplementary Regulations and any Further Regulations or Bulletins that may be issued and using A-A timing – event type 4 as per National Rally Code 1.33.  Introduction class will have timing to the second but scoring to the forward minute. The event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Polices, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au Insurance will be provided in accordance with Appendix I of the current CAMS Manual.

3.2
Where there is any divergence between the South Australian Conditions of Rallying and these Event Supplementary Regulations, these Event Supplementary Regulations will take precedence.

3.3
The CAMS Permit Number authorising the event is 511/1809/03
3.4 The length of the rally for competitors is approximately 65km, including 40km of Special Stages.

3.5 All stages are of a gravel surface except small sections of bitumen held at the Tailem Bend Motorsport Park, for the competitive sections. There are transport sections outside the park on public roads and all road laws must be complied with while using those roads. 
3.8 The Event will consist of one leg and will be held over one day.  
3.9 The event will be supporting the charity “Canteen”

ARTICLE 4  -  VEHICLE ELIGIBILITY

Refer to Schedule R in the CAMS 2011 Manual of Motor Sport

4.1 Entries will be accepted for the following classes for Clubman; -

· Class P1 
PRC up to 1400cc 

· Class P2 
PRC over 1400cc, up to and including 1600cc 

· Class P3 
PRC over 1600cc, up to and including 2000cc 

· Class P4 
PRC 2WD over 2000cc 

· Class P5 
PRC 4WD over 2000cc (not meeting the requirements of Class P6). 

· Class P5S 
To eligible for this class, the car will need to meet the following criteria; 

· Be build dated by manufacturer between 1992 and 1997 eg. Mitsubishi Evo 1 to 4, Subaru WRX Version 1 to 4, Toyota Celica ST 205 

· Major Mechanical components be those homologated to the specific vehicle within the above dates (engine, turbo etc) 

· Restricted to a synchro gearbox with original number of forward gears (no dog boxes or straight cut gears) 

· Non-canister shock absorbers 

· ECU that does not have activated Anti-lag, Launch Control, Rotary idle 

· Not be eligible for P6 
Cars eligible to enter this class will also be classified in class P5 and earn points in both classes (providing they are registered for the SARC). The reason for this is that as new cars are being upgraded they may fall out of class P5S during the year due to a modification listed above and may still be able to place in the P5 Class awards at the end of the season. 

· Class P6 
PRC 4WD models first manufactured prior to 1 January, 1991, and appearing on a list of 4WD cars 

regardless of date of manufacture (refer to list of eligible vehicles in the CAMS Manual). 

· Historic 
Category 1, 2 & 3. 

· Classic 
as per current CAMS Classic regulations 

· Club Rally Cars    Vehicles complying with the Group 3 Club Rally Car requirements as detailed in the CAMS 

Manual 

Note: The Introduction class will .only accept 2WD or 4WD normally aspirated.
4.2 The Clerk of Course reserves the right to amalgamate class awards should 3 or less entries be received for any particular class.

4.3 Refer to Schedule K of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport for markings on automobiles and Article 9.3 of the 2011 Conditions of Rallying in South Australia.

ARTICLE 5  -  COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY

5.1 Refer to South Australian Conditions of Rallying 2011 – 4.1  Eligibility

5.2 All competitors holding a minimum of a CAMS Clubman Rally Licence are eligible to enter in the Clubman Series. Introduction class require a level 2 S licence for both driver and navigator
5.3 Competitors wishing to score points for the 2011 South Australian Clubman Series MUST

· be a current member of a CAMS affiliated club, AND

· Comply to the SA Conditions for Rally section 4.1d

· display the series sponsor stickers on the competing vehicle at all times throughout the event. Failure to do so will result in a report to the Stewards. Recommended penalty will be annulment of any points scored towards the SA Clubman Series.  Stickers will be available at pre-event scrutiny, if required. Placement & details are as per SA Clubman Series directive.

ARTICLE 6 - ENTRIES AND ENTRY FEE

6.1

Entries will be accepted only when the driver and co-driver / navigator and entrant have signed the fully completed/paid entry form. It is the responsibilities of the crew to make sure all items on the entry form are correct and filled in.  The organisers may establish a waiting list.

Entries open 0900 hrs on 16th August 2011 or once they have been approved.
6.3 Entries close 1900 hrs on 14th September 2011.
6.4
The TOTAL number of entries will be limited to 40.  Entries may be refused in accordance with NCR 83.
6.5
The starting order will be based upon the most current approved DPI listing as determined in accordance with the 2011 Conditions of Rallying in South Australia. Drivers who do not currently compete regularly within the series must provide relevant information to the Clerk of Course to allow a starting position to be established. In the case of no information, cars are to be seeded according to classes from P5/P6 to P1.

Additional service crew registrations will be $5 per vehicle (to be registered before the close of Documentation). There is no limit to the number of service crew members nor the numbers of vehicles as long as they are all registered with the organisers and pay the fee. Competitors are reminded that all service crew must have signed the Service crew disclaimer to be covered by insurance.  Crews are reminded that no one under the age of 12 can register as an official.
6.8
Extra sets of road books may be purchased at $30 each. Please advise on entry form.
6.9
Pacenotes are not permitted nor provided. NO recce is authorised for creating pacenotes.
6.10
Entries will only be accepted if accompanied by payment in full. Cheques, money orders etc. are to be made payable to Rallysport Club of SA. Payment may also be made by Internet Banking to BSB 015 140 and ACCT 402807552 Please print your confirmation of transfer and attach to entry form. The entry fee will be refunded in full: 

· to persons whose entry is not accepted; 

· in the case of the rally not taking place,

· withdrawal of entry prior to the date of close of entries.
6.12
If for reasons of force majeure duly recognised by the Stewards of the Meeting a competitor is unable to start the rally, 75% of the entry fee may be refunded, at the Clerk of Course’s discretion.
6.13 
The organisers reserve the right to cancel, postpone or abandon the event (NCR 59) for reasons of safety or force majeure which shall mean circumstances over which the organisers have no control and which involve the impracticality of the event continuing.  Prohibition of the event by statutory authority will always be deemed force majeure.


ARTICLE 7  - SERVICING AND REFUELLING

7.1

Servicing will be available after a maximum of 3 stages. The lunch break and regroup service will be held at the start venue in Tailem Bend
7.2 The maximum distance between nominated Service areas and refuel will be approximately 20km for transport and competitive stages.   

7.3
Pump Fuel will not be available at Tailem Bend Motorsport Park.  24 Hour fuel is available in the township: Diesel, Regular Unleaded & Premium Unleaded.

7.4
AVGAS & other LEADED racing fuel – The use of this fuel for rallying is not permitted in Australia.  Any vehicle suspected of using this fuel may be required to submit to a fuel sampling test, at the organiser’s discretion. All costs involved in a fuel sampling test will be borne by the entrant.  Any vehicle suspected to be in breach of the current CAMS fuel requirements will be reported to the Event Stewards.  The recommended penalty will be exclusion.  Fuel shall be in accordance with Schedule G of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

SERVICING – GENERAL CONDITIONS
7.5 
Servicing & re-fuelling are only permitted in designated service parks or refuelling points. At NO OTHER TIME OR PLACE will service or refuelling be permitted.

Throughout the rally, servicing of a competing car may only be carried out in service parks. However, the crew, using solely the equipment on board and with no external physical assistance, may perform service on the car at any time, other than where this is specifically prohibited.
7.6 
Any infringement concerning servicing or any action defined as "Prohibited Service" noted by the rally officials will be referred to the Stewards of the Meeting, the recommended penalty being exclusion from the results.

7.7
The speed of cars in the service parks must not exceed walking pace; failure to comply with this limit shall result in a penalty applied by the Stewards.

ARTICLE 8  -  ODOMETER CHECK 

8.1
On the Princes Highway southbound just north of Tailem Bend between the small green TB10 sign and the large blue Tailem Bend 5 sign the organiser’s odometer read 4.88 km or refer to SA Conditions of Rallying – 2.10.

A white square measuring approx 500mm wide x 520mm high must be available on each front door to display the vehicles competition numbers.

Vehicle advertising for the event will be handed out at collection of Road book. The advertising must be on the by the driver’s briefing
10.4
Documentation will be available on 18th September 2011 from 0730 - 0930 hrs at the start and must be completed prior to presentation of that vehicle for scrutiny.  Either crew member may present documents at scrutiny.

10.5
Service Instructions, Door Panels and Sponsors’ Advertising will be available for collection upon completion of documentation.

10.6
Vehicles must be presented for scrutiny on Sunday 18th September 2011 between 0800 hrs and 0930 hrs at Tailem Bend Primary School (unless granted an exemption which needs to be applied for in writing to the Clerk of Course 1 week before scrutiny) if you have any queries regarding your car before the event please contact Ashley Dunn 0407 602 730.

10.7
Turbo Scrutiny will be held for all vehicles fitted with a turbocharger on 18th September 2011 

from 0800 hrs until 0945 hrs at the start scrutiny venue, listed in 11.6.  Vehicles must be presented for turbo scrutiny with cold turbo-chargers. Crews may present the turbo assembly removed from the vehicle.  Entrants are reminded turbochargers must be presented drilled for sealing (see 2011 Australian Rally Championship Regulations – Part 1 Sporting Regulations and FIA Article 254 Diagram 254-4)  Failure to comply with these requirements will result in a penalty being imposed at the discretion of the Stewards of the Meeting.

10.8
The crew must make available at scrutiny the car’s homologation form, or the relevant workshop manual if the car is not homologated, as well as the appendices to this form.  If these are not submitted, the Stewards of the meeting may pronounce a penalty, which may go as far as refusal to allow the car to start.

10.9
Any entrant who fails to meet vehicle re-presentation requirements as directed will be refused permission to start the event.

10.10
Post event scrutiny will take place within 1 hour of the last vehicle finishing the event. Those crews concerned will be advised at arrival to the final parc fermé.

10.11
Of the remaining competitors those who wish may leave the finish after their arrival at the final control by signing a declaration that if subsequently required for scrutiny, they will be deemed to have withdrawn from the rally and will not be eligible for any awards or championship points.

10.12
Final Parc fermé will be located at Tailem Bend Motorsport Park, Tailem Bend, where all vehicles will be held (except under the provision of 11.11) until post event scrutiny has been completed and the Stewards allow them to be removed.

10.13
Crew apparel shall be in accordance with Schedule D of the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

The Driver’s Briefing will be held on Sunday 18th September from 0945 at the start. Both  crew members of the car and one service crew member are required to attend.  

11.3
Competing Vehicles are required to be placed in the form up area by 0945 hrs.


It is not necessary that a member of the crew is the person who places the vehicle in the staging area.

In accordance with the above regulations, a map of the location and directions will be provided to competitors with road books.  The penalty for late arrival is a report to the stewards, with monetary penalty recommended.

11.4
The Rally will start at 1000 hrs on 18th September 2011 and the first Clubman car will finish at approx 1400 hrs.  

ARTICLE 12 – ACCIDENT PROCEDURE

12.1
Competitors are reminded of the following –

“In the event of a car stopping in a special stage 2 warning triangles must be displayed in a conspicuous position at least 100 metres behind the car.

In the event of an accident where no injuries are sustained that require immediate medical attention the OK sign must be clearly displayed to at least the following three cars.

Both the warning triangle and the OK sign must be left on display for the whole length of the period that the car is stopped on the course regardless of whether or not the crew remain with the car.

Failure to display either or both of these signs as appropriate may result in disciplinary action being taken”.

Crews are reminded that if they do not see any sign, they are required to stop to assist the crew. The following crew must also stop and obtain details and then proceed to either the finish control or the SOS point whichever is closest.  Crews may apply for compassionate time. Crews failing to stop when no sign or the green cross is displayed will be referred to the Stewards for disciplinary action.

ARTICLE 13 -  DRUGS IN MOTOR SPORT

13.1
All competitors are reminded of the CAMS Drugs in Motor Sport policy.


During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the 
control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew 
member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  
Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard 
Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for 
alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s). 


The CAMS Anti Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as 
an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.


In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti Doping Policy will take 
precedence.  
Tests for Alcohol may be conducted at any time during the event in accordance with the “Procedure for Alcohol Testing” in the 2011 CAMS Manual.

ARTICLE 14 -  PROTESTS

All competitors are reminded that protests (if any) will only be accepted under conditions laid down in Part XII if the National Competition Rules in the current CAMS Manual of Motorsport
